GENERAL

The working hours of the college
are from 9:30 am to 3.30pm.

COLLEGE DRESS CODE

The students should enter the
college dressed properly in uniform.

Uniform is compulsory for all
students on all days including
days of examinations and special classes.

All the students must wear Identity Card on

all days including days of examinations,
special classes. A student without the ID card
will not be allowed to enter the college campus.
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RAGGING

Ragging is prohibited in the campus. The students
are warned that as per the provisions of the Kerala
Prohibition of Ragging Act 1998 and the order of
the University of Calicut, ragging within or outside
the college is strictly prohibited. If any students
found guilty on the parameters of the law of
ragging, he or she shall be punished for 2 years of
imprisonment along with fine. Any student
convicted of an offence under section 4 of the Act
shall be dismissed from the institution and such
student shall not be admitted in any other
educationalinstitutions for a period of 3years from
the date of order of such dismissal.

FEE STRUCTURE

University approved tuition fees for each
programme will be collected.

Other related fees such as PTA, Caution
Deposit, Union Fee, Examination Fee, Sports
Affiliation fee will be collected.

Semester fee should pe paid within 15 days
after the commencement of each semester.

Fee once remitted will not be refunded.

Revision of fee structure will be as per
the orders of Government/University.
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
